The British have many traditions,
manners and customs of which they
can be proud. Most of the traditions
have been kept up without interruption
since the 13th century. Some British
customs and traditions are famous all
over the world. For example, why does
the Queen have two birthdays?

The Queen actual birthday is on 21
April, she was born in 1926. It has long
been customary to celebrate the sover-
eign’s birthday publicly on a day during
the summer, when better weather is
more likely. Since 1805, the sovereign’s
official summer birthday has been
marked by the Trooping the Colour cer-
emony, normally held on the Second
Saturday in June. It is also marked by
the flying of the Union flag on govern-
ment buildings, a 42-gun salute and the
publication of the birthday honours list.
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On the Queen’s official birthday there is
a traditional big parade with brass hands
and hundreds of soldiers at Horse
Guards’ Parade in London. A «regiment»
of the Queen’s soldiers, the Guards,
march in front of her. At the front of the
parade is the regiment’'s flag or
«colour». Thousands of Londoners and
visitors watch in Horse Guards’ Parade
and millions of people at home watch it
on television. No particular ceremony is
held on The Queen’s true birthday,
although the Union Flag is flown on pub-
lic buildings. For the first seven years of
Queen Elizabeth’s reign, her birthday
was celebrated officially on the second

Thursday of June. But when midweek
became inconvenient it was switched to
Saturdays.

Monarchy is the form of govern-
ment in which sovereignty is vested in a
single person whose right to rule is gen-
erally hereditary and who is empowered
to remain in office for life. The power of
this sovereign may vary from the
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absolute to that strongly limited by cus-
tom or constitution. The British
Constitutional Monarchy was the con-
sequence of the Glorious Revolution of
1688, and was enshrined in the Bill of
Rights of 1689.

The Queen is the United Kingdom’s
Head of state. As a constitutional
monarch, Her Majesty does not «rule»
the country, but fulfils important cere-
monial and formal roles with respect to
Government. She is also Fount of
Justice, Head of the Armed Forces and
has important relationships with the
established Churches of England and
Scotland. The Queen takes a keen inter-
estin all the Armed Services, both in the
United Kingdom and in the
Commonwealth. Modern Britain is a
multi-cultural, multi-faith society, made
up of Christians, Muslims, Hindus,
Jews, Sikhs and people of other faiths.
This is reflected in the work of the
Queen and other members of the Royal
Family. As Head of State, the Queen
must remain politically neutral. Her

Majesty and her family never vote or
stand for election to any position, politi-
cal or otherwise. This enables them to
provide continuity and focus for nation-
al unity, presiding at ceremonial occa-
sions, visiting local communities and
representing Britain around the world.
During her reign she has visited all the
Commonwealth countries going on
«walkabouts» to gain direct contact with
people from all walks of life throughout
the world.
