1. Itis a city in South West England,
115 miles (185 km) west of London and
between the cities of Bath, Gloucester
and Newport The town of Brycgstow
(Old English, «the place at the bridge»)
was in existence by the beginning of the
11th century. The River Avon is in the
city centre.
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2. It has a long history that dates
back to the days when it was Capital of a
British province under the Romans.
Today, the city remains(octaércs) the
most important city in the north of
England with reminders everywhere of a
great historic and cultural past.

3. In the late 19th century, it was
the «second Port of the Empire» outside
London. It has always been at the fore-
front of pop. The city’s artists and bands
have earned it a place in the Guinness
Book of Records, with more number one
hit singles than any other city in the UK.
Many of these chart-toppers were writ-
ten by Lennon & McCartney, the world’s
most successful songwriting duo ever.

4. It is England’s busiest port.
Ferries (napomei) carry passengers and
freight to and from the continent of
Europe. The terminus for the Channel
Tunnel was opened in 1994 and links
English mainland with the rest of
Europe.

5. Itis located on the south coast of
England. Itis one of the largest and most
famous seaside resorts in the United
Kingdom.

6. The city is founded around the
only naturally-occurring hot springs in
the United Kingdom. It was first docu-
mented as a Roman spa, although tradi-
tion suggests that it was founded earlier.
It is situated 159 km (99 miles) west of
central London and 21 km (13 miles)
southeast of Bristol.

7. It is a major city in North West
England. It is historically notable (n3se-
cteH) for being the world’s first industri-
alized city, and the central role it played
during the Industrial Revolution. It was
the dominant international centre of tex-
tile manufacture and cotton spinning.

8. It is situated in the south-east
of England and spans both banks of the

river Thames. It is the city with a rich his-
tory and home to the British monarch.

9. The birthplace of the most out-
standing playwright and poet ever lived
in the history of GB. The city is situated
on the river Avon.

10. The city is an old English uni-
versity town. It lies approximately
50 miles (80 km) north-northeast of
London and is surrounded by a number
of smaller towns and villages. It is also at
the heart of the high-technology centre
known as Silicon Fen .

11. Itis a city in the West Midlands,
England, the largest of England’s core
(rnaBHbIx) cities, and is generally con-
sidered (cuutaetcsi) to be the United
Kingdom's second city. It is known as
«the workshop of the world» or the «city
of a thousand trades».

12. It is a suburban (npuropoa)
town and tourist destination (mecTo Ha-
3HayeHus) situated very close to the
British capital. The town is situated 21
miles (34 km) west of Charing Cross
(famous railway station in London). It is
immediately south of the River Thames.

13. It is home to one of Britain's
oldest universities in the Midlands.
