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В статье рассматриваются вопросы композиции заданий в тестовой

форме для научной организации самостоятельной работы студен-
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зированного контроля знаний учебных текстов.
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Разработанные текстовые задания представляют собой совокуп-
ность заданий на основе технологии разработки параллельных
заданий посредством фасетов1,2. Эти задания созданы для про-
верки понимания и усвоения содержания текста на иностранном
языке.
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Обычно педагог работает с
группой, различающейся по
уровню базовых школьных зна-
ний. Соответственно, время, за-
траченное на подготовку студен-
тов, будет разным. Многое зави-
сит от мотивации обучаемого.
Если студент мотивирован на
успех, на престижную работу и
понимает тенденции в области
образования — обеспечение
страны высококвалифициро-
ванными специалистами со зна-
нием одного или двух иностран-
ных языков, — то обеспечение
студентов материалом для само-
стоятельной работы будет спо-
собствовать улучшению качест-
ва образования в целом.

В настоящей работе приво-
дятся методические разработки
по текстам из популярного
учебника Т.Ю. Поляковой и др.
«Английский язык для инже-
неров». Этот учебник широко
используется во многих вузах.
К текстам этого учебника нет
пока заданий в тестовой форме
для контроля усвоения. Препо-
давателям нередко приходится
самим задавать вопросы или
проводить какой-либо другой
вид контроля знания содержа-
ния и лексики. Именно это об-
стоятельство привлекло вни-
мание автора данной статьи
для создания технологичных
заданий в тестовой форме.

много облегчает наличие вариантов ответа, что помогает студен-
ту с хорошей зрительной памятью вспомнить правильный ответ.
В практике тестирования обычно применяют три-четыре ответа к
каждому заданию. Здесь дано по пять ответов, что лишь немного
лучше.
