Stonehenge on Salisbury plain in
Wiltshire is one of the most mysterious
prehistoric sites in Britain.

The stone circle was built approxi-
mately four and a half thousand years
ago, probably as a site for religious cer-
emonies.

The tartan and the kilt

The tartans? It was briefly like that.
The Romans have recorded that the
Celts were fond of bright colours. They
were very good weavers. They died their
wool before weaving it; the dyes were
made from various roots and plants
which grew in this or that bit of land.

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Therefore one clan dyed its wool n red-
dish colours, another in green, and so
on. And they decorated them differently
so as to distinguish the clansmen in bat-
tle (especially between neighbouring
clans which happened rather often).
That is why every Scottish clan has its
own tartan.

And out of this tartan (of softest wool
and of vivid colouring) his plaid is made
and his kilt — the most essential part of
the Scottish national dress, to be more
exact, the national dress of the
Highlands. Its origin is very ancient. The
Celtic tribes who fought Ceasar wore
kilts. When the Celts moved north up
through Cornwall, and Wales, and
Ireland, and eventually to Scotland, they
brought the kilt with them. A thousand
years ago, there was nothing specially
Scottish about it. Now it has become the
Highland»s national dress, and is worn
all over Scotland.

It is probably the best walking-dress
yet invented by man: there is up to 5
metres of material in it; it is thickly pleat-
ed at the back and sides; it is warm, it is
airy, leaves the legs free for climbing; it
stands the rain for hours before it gets
wet through; it hangs well above the mud
and the wet grass; briefly it is warm for a
cold day, and cool for a warm one. And,

what is more, if a Highlander is caught in
the mountains by night, he has but to
unfasten his kilt and wrap it around
him — the 5 metres of warm wool, imag-
ine! — he»ll sleep comfortably enough
the night through.

So that»s that about the Highlands
and Highlanders.
