«The Man of Stradford», William
Shakespeare was born in 1564 in
Warwickshire, which is the heart of
England, it's geographical centre. This
part of England possesses all that is
considered most typical of English
country: green meadows, age-old trees,
flowering hedges between fields, white
and black farm cottages with thatched
roofs. Traditional scenery of the English
country-side!

How many plays did Shakespeare
write altogether? The richness of his
genius has no parallel in World literature:
he wrote 37 plays in 23 years. All human
emotions are reflected in them. Perhaps
he knew the human soul so well,
because he didn't detach himself from
the joys and sorrows of everyday life of
people in a great city and in the country,
of the very rich and mighty and of the
humble. He was a professional actor as
well as a poet and a playwright unique of
his kind in the world drama. After his
death his friends and fervent admires,
the actors and poets had a book pub-
lished known as the First Folio which

Ben Jonson, who lived from 1572 to
1637, and was the best playwright left in
England at the time, wrote ode to the
memory of William Shakespeare. He
called Shakespeare «Sweet Swan of
Avon». Shakespeare has been known as
the «Swan of Avon» ever since.

To his friends, the actors, William was
more than a genius of drama and the
greatest poet: he was a dear friend,
always full of life and gaiety and admira-
tion, he was the Sweet Swan of Avon, the
Gentle William, one of the most lovable
of men.

The first double-decker buses
appeared in London in 1851. They were
invented to help carry the thousands of
people who visited the Great Exibition
that was held that year. The first double-
deckers were rather different from those
we see today. They were pulled by hors-
es, and they didn't have a roof. It wasn't
until 1925 that the first fully-covered bus
appeared. Today there are three and a
half thousand double-deckers in London
alone. There are seven different types,
and they carry as many as eighty-nine
passengers. Most large cities and towns
in Britain have double-decker buses.
They are also used in South Africa,
