Somewhere to live

Owning your own home is a part of
American Dream and about two-thirds
of Americans are homeowners. Most of
them save for years, then make a down
payment and take a mortgage or loan
for the rest of the money.
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Approximately 66 percent of
Americans live in a one-family house, 27
percent in an apartment, and 7 percent
in a mobile home.

Some people never own a house
or an apartment because they can’t
save enough money for a down pay-
ment, or because they prefer to rent. If
prices are high near where people work,
they have to commute long distances by
car, bus or train every day.

In the city home may be in an
apartment building called a condomini-
um ( often shortened to condo ) or a co-
op. Out in the suburbs and in the coun-
try, home is more likely to be a one-or-
two-family house. In newer suburbs
large one-story ranch houses are typi-
cal.

Mobile homes, located in mobile-
home parks, are becoming more popu-
lar, because they are comfortable, inex-
pensive, and easy to take care of.
