The official Mother’s Day holiday
arose in the 1900s as a result of the ef-
forts of Anna Jarvis, daughter of Ann
Reeves Jarvis. Following her mother’s
1905 death, Anna Jarvis conceived of
Mother’s Day as a way of honoring the
sacrifices mothers made for their child-
ren. After gaining financial backing from
a Philadelphia department store owner
named John Wanamaker, in May 1908
she organized the first official Mother’s
Day celebration at a Methodist church in
Grafton, West Virginia. That same day
also saw thousands of people attend a
Mother’s Day event at one of Wanamaker’s
retail stores in Philadelphia.

Following the success of her first
Mother’s Day, Jarvis—who remained
unmarried and childless her whole life—
resolved to see her holiday added to the
national calendar. Arguing that American
holidays were biased toward male achie-
vements, she started a massive letter
writing campaign to newspapers and
prominent politicians urging the adoption
of a special day honoring motherhood.
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By 1912 many states, towns and chur-
ches had adopted Mother’s Day as an
annual holiday, and Jarvis had establis-
hed the Mother’s Day International Asso-
ciation to help promote her cause. Her
persistence paid off in 1914 when Presi-
dent Woodrow Wilson signed a measure
officially establishing the second Sunday
in May as Mother’s Day.

Anna Jarvis had originally conceived
of Mother’s Day as a day of personal ce-
lebration between mothers and families.
Her version of the day involved wearing a
white carnation as a badge and visiting
one’s mother or attending church servi-
ces. But once Mother’s Day became a
national holiday, it was not long before
florists, card companies and other mer-
chants capitalized on its popularity.

While Jarvis had initially worked
with the floral industry to help raise
Mother’s Day’s profile, by 1920 she had
become disgusted with how the holiday
had been commercialized. She outward-
ly denounced the transformation and
urged people to stop buying Mother’s
Day flowers, cards and candies. Jarvis
eventually resorted to an open campaign
against Mother’s Day profiteers, speaking
out against confectioners, florists and
even charities. She also launched count-
less lawsuits against groups that had
used the name «Mother’s Day,» eventu-
ally spending most of her personal wealth
in legal fees. By the time of her death in
1948 Jarvis had disowned the holiday
altogether, and even actively lobbied the
government to see it removed from the
American calendar.

traced back to seventeenth century Eng-
land. Mothering Sunday was the fourth
Sunday in Lent...a special day when all
the strict rules about fasting and penance
were put aside. Older children who were
away from home learning a trade or wor-
king as servants were allowed to return
home for Mothering Sunday. The family
gathered for a mid-Lenten feast with Mo-
ther as the special guest. Along with a
rare visit from her children, mothers were
given treats of cakes and wildflower bou-
quets. While ‘Mothering Sunday' is still
celebrated, most now know it as Mother's
Day.

The history of Mother’s Day in the
rest of the world is a bit different. In the
USA, the early English settlers often dis-
approved of the more secular holidays
and the Mothering Sunday tradition
never really took hold. Early attempts to
have a day to honor mother’s were mixed
with woman’s suffrage and peace move-
ments and were not very popular.
